Next week, we will be starting to look at Kierkegaardian themes in literature and film (in THE MOVEIGOER and in BREAKING THE WAVES, especially.

You may wish to try reading a smattering of Kierkegaard. You should concentrate on reading Percy's book, and seeing if you can see _that_ AS philosophy, and if so as what philosophy. (Perhaps as Kierkegaard's; perhaps as Sartre's; perhaps as something new.)

Central to both TM and BTW is an apparently-mentally-disturbed female character whose mental disturbance is arguably of an 'existential' or import, and the 'resolution' of whose condition depends either on a religious version of or on a religious way out of [crucial difference] the existential condition in question.

TM is obviously about film. So is BTW. Get ready to ask yourself how.

 One clue can be provided by the Dogme 95 movement. BTW was Lars von Trier's last pre-Dogme film, and shares much in common with them.

 So the attached 'Manifesto' may be of interest to you.
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
